                                      1 блок – целевой

            (в целевой блок входят оргмомент, мотивация, целеполагание)
1. Оргмомент:   (2 мин.)
Teacher:  Hello, everybody! Glad to see you. You are quite well, aren’t you? Let’s overcome some nervousness. We need a little bit of help to look confident. Psychologists say these exercises will help you: 
· Take a deep breath;
· Hold your back straight;

· Lift your chin slightly;

· Smile.

 T.: Do you like it? What makes you smile, looking at it?

Just the point! Thanks. Now read what a British journalist  once said about inventive people. (Слайд 2)  Do you agree with the statement or not? Why?

T.: Can you guess what the lesson is going to be about?

        a) pre-reading tasks (2 мин.)
T.: I have one more question to you. What helps people to become inventive and why?

What are they famous for?

You didn’t name an outstanding person who invented more than a thousand different useful things that made our life easier and more interesting.

       b) while-reading tasks  (10 мин.)
T.: Now I want you to read the text about him. 

              (Pupils read the text)

T.: Answer some of my questions. Was he an educated man?  Perhaps, we don’t need education to become famous? Express your opinion, please.
Before reproducing the text I want to see whether you understood it or not. Look at the blackboard and say which of these quotations are true or false. Comment.

                                              Thomas Alva Edison  
       Thomas Edison is one of the most outstanding inventors of all times. He was born in the USA  in 1847. Thomas first went to school at the age of 8 and a half. But after only three months his teacher called him “stupid” because he questioned every answer given to him. He came home crying. Hid mother was a teacher and she understood that her son asked many questions because he wanted to know exactly how the things worked.    She began to teach him at home. She always encouraged him in his eagerness to learn. With her help he began to read science books.
      At the age of 12 he had a job selling newspapers. He made money in a clever but simple way. He checked the news stories first. When the news was interesting, he took a lot of papers; when it was boring, he took only few.
      In some years he got a job sending telegraph messages. Then he started inventing things to make his job easier. First he decided to make the telegraph system quicker. Later he made a better microphone for Bell’s invention, the telephone.

     In1877 he made a “phonograph” – the first ever sound recorder. He called it “a talking machine”. The following year he invented the light bulb. In 1889 he made a moving picture machine. In 1903 he made The Great Train Robbery, at that time the world’s longest film (it was 10 minutes long!)
    One of the most important inventions was electric bulb. In an effort to produce it, he studied the entire history of lighting. He filled 200 notebooks containing more than 40 000 pages with his notes.
    Edison also devoted his energy to improving the dynamo to provide the necessary power for Electric light systems. He built the first central power station and supplied with electricity New York.

    Thomas Edison had little interest in money. The only interest he had in it was to use it to buy more scientific equipment to work on new inventions. A big workshop and a small house suited Edison.

   Most of the time has wife and children dined alone, for Edison ate only when he was hungry and when he was tired. He worked 18 -19 hours a day as a rule and was so absorbed in his work that he seldom knew it was day or night. Another secret of Edison’s success was his unlimited patience.  
   His powerful imagination, his firm optimism and his complete self-confidence were other traits that helped to distinguish hin from ordinary men.

     Edison died in 1931 at the age of 84. In his honour they switched off the lights all over America.
